Open a file from Teams

Using post-its

Display content

Tap the Documents icon .

Click on the Canvas icon .

Click on the Wireless Display icon .

Click on Open from Teams.

Click on the Post-it tool.
A new sticky note will appear.

Follow the instructions.

Find your file in the dedicated channel 
and click on it.

Select the Pencil tool and write on the post-it.

Your file will appear in the open documents. 
Click on it to open it in Kickle.
